Glen Ellyn Philatelic Club Display Project 2006

The Goal:

Provide a display product that will: 

1) Interest youth in stamp collecting,

2) Further interest in stamp hobbies,

3) Raise awareness of the Club and attract new members. 


The vehicle:

Use one of our exhibit frames. Each side of an exhibit frame has places for 16 sheets, 8 ½ x 11, or 32 sheets total for both sides. 

The Use:

Position the display with club members to talk about stamp hobbies at public gatherings like Wheaton’s French Market (and Glen Ellyn’s Farmer’s market), at the Libraries, and at the Post Offices.  

The method:

1) Reserve 8 spots (4 on each side) for the club message – “the value of club membership”. 

2) Allocate the remaining 24 spots into 6 four-page displays.

3) Hold a contest for club members to develop a four-page exhibit that tells about stamp collecting and their collecting.

4) Provide meeting time at Club meetings for a presentation on exhibiting and for the judging of the members’ submissions.

5) Actual display panels will be photocopies of the members originals.

The Rules:

1) Use four 8 ½ x 11 sheets.

2) Tell about stamp collecting.

3) Club members may make multiple entries.

4) An independent judge will rate the displays and award ribbons for the best displays. 

The Prizes:

Each display selected will earn 10 Glen Expo bucks. 

The Best of the Best will qualify for 15 additional Glen Expo bucks. 

(Total 25 Glen Expo bucks)

The Next Best will qualify for 10 additional Glen Expo bucks. 

(Total 20 Glen Expo Bucks)

The next three will qualify for 5 additional Glen Expo bucks.
